Paper 1: Professional Profile of a Person

Paper 1 (P1) is due August 29 (1st draft; final draft due Sept. 14)

P1 is an interview of someone in class. The writing is a profile of that person with a focus on their professional goals. Therefore, it’s not a biography (not the whole story of their life). Explain what makes this person special by reporting in-depth on what they are doing now and their plans for their future. For example, ask the person questions like this (use these questions or make your own):

· When did you first become interested in this profession, and why?

· What have you learned at RUM (or other places) to develop your interest? (or will you change your major area of study?)

· What specific goals and plans (and dreams) do you have for your professional life?

· What is your philosophy of this profession, and/or what is your philosophy of life that supports your plans?

You do not need to say where they were born, how many brothers and sisters, etc. Do not use the ordinary details we often see. Write what makes this person special. You can write some short parts of your paper in Q & A form, and you can also quote the person a few times. However, write most of the profile in your own words. Reading a lot of Q and A is not so interesting.

NOTE: Write your interview information in English. The interview will be the body (middle) of your paper. You don’t know what the person will say, so you write the introduction and conclusion after your interview.
