[bookmark: _GoBack]You are the researcher. Write the information into a formal report using IMRAD format; imagine that you have four cats and you did this experiment. NOTE: You are free to invent more details to add to the research. In this way, you can make it more complicated if you want to.

“Cats do not have the capability to create taurine from methionine and cysteine, like dogs do. This means that a cat must ingest sufficient taurine in order to meet its taurine requirements. Taurine is found in virtually all meats, especially beef heart. By feeding a cat a raw diet, the cat should receive the best, most bioavailable form of taurine via its food. But do not grind the food. Grinding increases the surface area of the meat and thus exposes more of the "good stuff" to the air. This results in oxidation of taurine and a resultant decrease in overall taurine available to the cat. Additionally, grinding creates the perfect environment for bacteria growth, and bacteria also utilize the taurine in the meat, thereby further decreasing the total amount of taurine available to your cat.”
“How does one feed a cat a raw diet? Cats can eat the same raw foods a dog can eat, just in smaller portions and always fresh. They can eat game hens, chicken, quail, lamb, beef, pork, turkey, duck, fish, goat, venison, rabbit, mice, rats, eggs, and various organ meats. As with feeding dogs, you should try and re-create the whole prey your cat would be eating in the wild. If your cat is an avid hunter, then you may only just be supplementing with raw food occasionally. Some cats do not eat meat from animals that typically are not their prey, which may rule out beef, lamb, venison, and the like. However, this does not mean these meats should not be tried. Some cats 'change their minds' about certain meats once they start eating fresh raw food.” 
Introduction: The information above is part of the background. Mrs. B wanted her cats to have good food instead of dry commercial cat food. Research question: will they eat raw meat from the supermarket? (note: Mrs. B. has a lot of money and no children. She spends her money on her cats).
Method: Over a period of several days (you decide how many, how much, what time, and so on), you fed Mrs. B’s four cats raw meats:  beef, hamburger, pork and chicken. All meats were purchased at Econo supermarket in Aguada, same day. All meats were from PR. Note: ground hamburger beef is more exposed to air and will not stay fresh as long as uncut beef or stew meat chunks.

For the results, use the chart and write a short summary. Explain the chart but do not repeat the information exactly. Look at the JAUPR guidelines for how to use abbreviations (for example, use y for years, am for morning, g for gram, d for day, etc.).
Discussion: analyze each cat; analyze each food. Can you make any generalizations from this small sample of 4 cats? Remember – you can invent (create) all kinds of details for any section of the IMRAD to complete your report. Use your imagination! Maybe have fun! Each person will write their own Paper 3, but of course you will want to discuss everything with your group.
